Eleven-year-old Colton 

Burpo from Imperial, Ne-

braska, has made quite a 

name for himself. Recently 

he appeared on Good 

Morning America and the 

Today  shows. He has had 

numerous media inter-

views, and now there is 

talk about a movie.  

 

It all started when Colton 

was four years old. He was 

seriously ill with an appen-

dix that had burst about 

five days earlier. His 

chances for survival were 

slim. But he made it 

through two different sur-

geries and eventually re-

covered. But that was not 

the end of the story. 

Weeks, months, and even 

years later Colton began to 

describe events that he 

experienced while in the 

hospital that shook his 

parents and now the nation. 

He said he went to heaven, 

and he described situations 

that he could have never 

known before. He met his 

great -grandfather whom he 

described accurately as a  

young man, even though 

Colton had never seen a pic-

ture of him in his younger 

years. He described talking 

with his sister whom his 

mother, Sonja, had miscar-

ried before Colton was born. 

Colton was never told about 

the miscarriage. He de-

scribed Jesus and heaven, 

whoõs there, what happens 

there, and how to get there.  

After years of stories and 

new details, Coltonõs father, 

a pastor, was encouraged by 

his members to write down 

the accounts of his son. The 

first printing was 15,000 

books. There are now 1.5 

million copies in print.  

How much of Coltonõs 

accounts is authentic is 

difficult to determine. 

There are cynics who 

dismiss them altogether.  

But as Christians we 

have  more certain evi-

dence for heaven. We 

have a Savior who truly 

died in the body, whose 

soul went to heaven but 

then came back. His res-

urrection was witnessed 

by many who recorded 

their observations in 

what are called the 

ògospels,ó or ògood news.ó  

 

But the best part of that 

good news is Jesusõ own 

words, òBecause I live you 

also will liveó (John 

14:19).  Jesusõ promise 

happens to coincide with 

Coltonõs book title, 

Heaven Is for Real.
