And a special ñThank 

you!ò to Chris Butler for 

being the MFLC liaison 

and all of her hard work 

organizing us and coordi-

nating with the other 

Paulding churches to get 

the job done!  

   

By combining with the 

efforts of  4 other local 

churches, we were able to 

provide 185 lunches each 

weekday to our 

neighbors, for 8 weeks!   

 

When Chris first met with 

the Summer Lunch lead-

ers at the other churches 

last spring, it was thought 

that we could only handle 

50 lunches per day, but 

there were so many more 

kids in need in the 3 tar-

get areas we wanted to 

serve and we had faith 

that God would provide ï 

and provide He did!   

 

These 185 children were 

all given nutritious meals 

- not only for their bodies, 

but also for their souls.   

 

As a summer finale  each 

of our 3 locations was 

offered an on-site Bible 

Camp.   

 

Mighty Fortress hosted 

the camp at the Dallas 

Housing Authority on 

July 21st.  We were able 

to share the gospel mes-

sage with 19 children 

through the story of Noah.  

There is a display near the 

bake sale table that the 

children made, each pro-

claiming ñI Believe Godôs 

Promises!ò.  Please take 

the time to see their beau-

tiful faces and their bold 

witness.   

 

We ask that you keep 

these children in your 

daily prayers.  Pray that 

their physical and emo-

tional situation in life 

would be improved. Pray 

that the economy would 

improve so that their par-

ents may find work or 

better jobs. 

 

Most importantly, please 

pray that the Holy Spirit 

would nourish that seed 

of the Gospel planted in 

their hearts, that they may 

know and trust in Jesus 

their Savior!

Pastorôs sermon a couple of weeks ago

So why does our Lord tell us to serve 

each other and work so hard for oth-

ers?   

It struck me that nowhere in Pastorôs 

text (Eph. 4:11-13) was it said that it is 

for the good of the community that we 

serve others. 

First, it is for OUR spiritual benefit 

that we serve others.  That really does-

nôt make human sense but Ephesians is 

clear:  Each of us will be built up, we 

will grow in our maturity as Christians, 

we will reach that unity in faith with 

each other that is so encouraging and 

uplifting when 

life or Satan is 

beating us up, we 

will grow in our 

knowledge of Christ Himself and best 

of allé we will receive the whole 

measure of the fullness of Christ.   

Second, it is so that the entire body of 

Christ may be built up.  We want to 

make that body bigger.  We want to 

make that body stronger.  We want to 

spread the Gospel and bring people 

into the body so that they can share in 

that same maturity, unity, knowledge 

and fullness in which we are growing. 

As we share the Gospel with others 

and serve them with deeds of kindness 

we will draw more people to know 

Christ as their Savior and hear about 

the free gift of salvation God has pro-

vided for them!
