Some of it is uncomplimen-

tary. This seems to be es-

pecially true when things 

are not going well for the 

nation, although this is not 

always the determining 

factor. Even in times of 

prosperity and happiness, 

someone will find some-

thing bad to say about 

someone in power. Some 

talk show hosts will spend 

hours every week bemoan-

ing the same issues. It 

seems that neither they 

nor their listeners get tired 

of it.  

 

The Word of God devotes 

far more instruction to the 

citizens of a nation than to 

those in governmental of-

fices. Perhaps this is the 

case because a government is 

only as good as its people. If 

the people are immoral, cor-

rupt, and greedy, the govern-

ment will be the same. We 

usually get what we deserve.   

 

So what kind of citizens 

would God have us be? Be-

cause the role of government 

is to promote the general 

welfare of its people against 

the dangers from within and 

without, we are obligated to 

honor all governmental per-

sons as Godõs representatives 

(Romans 13:5-7). We are to 

speak well of those in au-

thority (Acts 23:5). We are to 

obey those who have been 

placed in authority over us 

(Titus 3:1), except where 

such obedience would require 

disobedience to God (Acts 

5:29). We are to cheerfully 

pay taxes (Matthew 22:21). 

We are to seek the welfare of 

the government by voting 

intelligently and by offer-

ing the use of our time 

and talents in public ser-

vice (Jeremiah 29:4 -7). 

And finally, we are to 

pray for all in authority 

(1 Timothy 2:1 -3).   

 

Until we follow these 

instructions, we would be 

wise to think twice before 

we demand our simple 

solutions to the nationõs 

complex problems. Pray 

for the peace of the na-

tion.
