When I was growing up, 

the first church I remem-

ber being a member of was 

called Trinity Lutheran 

Church. The name reflects 

the incomprehensible 

teaching of the Bible that 

the God of heaven and 

earth is three persons in 

one God. What that means 

is that three distinct, liv-

ing, divine beings exist 

who each function and op-

erate independently from 

each other, and yet they 

are so united that one 

must say that there is only 

one God. The Father is 

God, the Son is God, and 

the Holy Spirit is God, but 

there are not three gods, 

only one God. If that con-

cept does not register in 

your mind, donõt feel em-

barrassed. No one can fig-

ure it out. It is one of the 

great mysteries of the Bi-

ble. And yet we should not be 

surprised that our finite 

minds cannot comprehend 

the very essence of the infi-

nite God. Indeed, it is a 

source of comfort to know 

that the writers of the Bible 

would present a teaching 

which they knew didnõt make 

logical sense. They obviously 

received their message by 

inspiration of God himself. 

Every Christian church to-

day teaches the Trinity, and 

those who do not are outside 

the Christian faith.  

 

So why is the teaching of the 

Trinity important?  First, 

this is who God is, and this is 

how he wishes to be wor-

shiped. In our Lutheran wor-

ship services, the Trinity is 

proclaimed at least four 

times in our liturgy. Sec-

ondly, it confirms the truth 

that Jesus is true God. When 

Jesus asked Peter, òWho 

do you say I am?ó Peter 

replied, òYou are the 

Christ, the Son of the 

living God.ó  Jesus said, 

òYou have answered cor-

rectly. Upon that confes-

sion I will build my 

church.ó But thirdly, the 

teaching of the Trinity 

inspires us to know that 

each of the three persons  

contributed to our salva-

tion. God the Father 

loved the world and sent 

his Son to save it. God 

the Son fulfilled the task 

by his sacrifice on the 

cross. God the Holy 

Spirit worked faith in our 

hearts to believe it.

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Which Bible translation do you use?  In our worship 

services here at Mighty Fortress, we use the 1984 edition 

of the New International Version for our Scripture read-

ings and sermons. This is also the translation that our 

synod uses for all its publications. A new edition will soon 

replace the old edition that will include over 7,000 

changes. A committee of our synod has investigated these 

changes and their conclusions are now public. No transla-

tion is perfect, and it will always have its strengths and 

weaknesses. But some are better than others. The commit-

tee has a list of six translations that are very acceptable: 

The revised New International Version (NIV), the English 

Standard Version (ESV), the Holman Christian Standard 

Bible (HCSB), the New American Standard Bible (NASB), 

the New King James Version (NKJV), and Beckõs òAn 

American Translationó (AAT).
