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An on-going activity 

within the circuits of 

LWMS (Lutheran 

Womenôs Missionary So-

ciety) is to fund important 

home and world mission 

projects. As individuals, 

we can do this through the 

mission boxes and offer-

ing envelopes that are pro-

vided in a designated con-

tainer in our church nar-

thex. Anytime your box is 

full, you can leave it in the 

container and pick up a 

new one. The collected 

funds are sent to the cir-

cuit treasurer before the 

fall (October) and spring 

(March/April) rallies. Sev-

enty-five percent of the 

monies collected are used 

by the circuit to fund pro-

jects selected by the cir-

cuit. Twenty-five percent 

is sent to the international 

LWMS organization to 

fund its projects. 

All ladies of the congrega-

tion have an opportunity 

to participate in the selec-

tion of a home and world 

mission project on both 

the circuit and interna-

tional level. At our March 

WINGS meeting, we 

filled out a ballot for the 

LWMS circuit projects 

and sent the results to the 

circuit secretary. The final 

selection was announced 

at the March Spring Rally 

for the May 1 2011to 

April 30 2012 period. The 

home mission project is 

ñMusical Assistance.ò 

Your gifts will help mis-

sion congregations pur-

chase electronic key-

boards, computer-

generated music, and 

sound equipment to enrich 

their worship services. 

The world mission project 

is Multi-Language Publi-

cations. It helps world 

missions and multi-

cultural fields produce and 

distribute literature and 

media to spread the gospel 

throughout the world in 

native languages. 

At our last WINGS meet-

ing, we completed a ballot 

for the LWMS interna-

tional projects, and our 

vote was sent to the inter-

national secretary. The 

final selection will be an-

nounced at the LWMS 

48th annual convention in 

Milwaukee, Wisconsin, 

June 23-26.
