On Sunday, May 22, 

Mighty Fortress Church 

will conduct the Rite of 

Confirmation for eight 

middle school members ñ

the largest number in our 

churchõs brief history. Per-

haps it would be wise at 

this time to ask ourselves,   

òWhat is confirmation?ó  

 

Confirmation is not a sac-

rament, nor is it a comple-

tion or continuation of 

Holy Baptism. Confirma-

tion does not forgive sins. 

It is a church rite in which 

a congregation gives its 

catechumens, who have 

been instructed in Chris-

tian doctrine according to 

the Bible and Martin Lu-

therõs Small Catechism, an 

opportunity to confess 

their faith before the con-

gregation. The pastor 

blesses the confirmands 

with the laying on of hands, 

and, because of their spiri-

tual maturity, invites them  

to participate in the Lordõs 

Supper.  

 

The confirmands confess 

their faith by means of con-

firmation vows  spoken be-

fore God and the congrega-

tion, which includes a confes-

sion of the Apostlesõ Creed 

and an adherence to the holy 

and inspired Word of God 

and the teachings of the 

Evangelical Lutheran 

Church. The vows conclude 

with the promise of faithful-

ness to Christ and to his 

church, even unto death.  

 

Some might question 

whether making such vows 

is appropriate. Are thirteen - 

and fourteen -year-olds really 

ready to commit to anything 

òunto deathó?  The answer is 

òyes.ó During their two 

years of catechetical  in-

struction, they were re-

minded repeatedly that 

Christ Jesus has made a 

commitment to them. He 

called them to faith 

through the power of 

Baptism, in which he 

washed away all their 

sinsñpast, present, and 

future. He committed 

himself to the cross to 

achieve that forgiveness. 

He rose from the dead for 

their justification. And 

he promises to keep them 

in the faith and bring 

them to life eternal. The 

church would be doing a 

great disservice by de-

priving these young peo-

ple from making nothing 

less than a total commit-

ment to him, especially 

since they do so asking 

for his help and grace.
