There was once a preacher 

by the name of Jess òHell 

Fireó Henley from Atlanta, 

Georgia. And from his 

nickname òHell Fire,ó you 

can well imagine what 

kind of preacher he was. 

He preached the law like 

God gave the law on Mt. 

Sinai, with a lot of thunder 

and rumbling and smoke 

and fire.  

 

One day Jess announced 

that the next Sunday he 

was going to preach on the 

theme òThe greatest sin in 

the world.ó That was going 

to be some sermon. Would 

it be murder or adultery or 

rape or alcoholism or some 

other òbigó sin they usually 

placed at the top of the 

list? That Sunday the 

church was packed. But, 

oh, were they surprised 

when òHell Fireó preached 

a sermon on a sin they had 

not even thought of. It was 

the sin of unthankfulness ñ

the greatest sin in the world.  

 

Martin Luther once said that 

the world is incurably un-

thankful. In a sermon on 

Psalm 111:3, he made this 

strange contrast: òGod over-

whelms people with frequent 

and great displays of his  

miraculous power, and yet 

they do not pay attention to 

a solitary one of them. They 

donõt thank him for them. 

They donõt marvel at them. 

They arenõt even glad about 

them. But when some juggler 

comes to town and walks on 

a rope or someone brings a 

monkey on the street that 

does a few tricks, people are 

delighted. They are so sur-

prised and happy to see it. 

And they show their appre-

ciation and thankfulness 

with praise and applause 

and money.  

 

The greatest sin in the 

world? Yes, it may very 

well be unthankfulness. 

May it never be said by 

men or angels that we 

are an unthankful peo-

ple. And to make sure we 

donõt fall into that trap, 

let us pray every day 

with sincerity and under-

stand the fourth petition 

of the prayer that our 

Lord himself taught us, 

òGive us this day our 

daily bread.ó What does 

this mean? òGod surely 

gives daily bread without 

our asking, even to all 

the wicked, but we pray 

in this petition that he 

would lead us to realize 

this and to receive our 

daily bread with thanks-

giving.ó ñ Luther.
