Food Pantry 

The United States is a nation to whom much has been 

given. It boasts some of the richest farmland, abundant 

resources, a literate and educated population, and a $44k 

per capita GDP. It is a democratic republic with a consti-

tution that guarantees freedom of speech, press, assembly, 

protest, due process under the law, and religion; making it 

one of the freest and most open nations in the world. It is 

no surprise that immigrants from around the world have 

been flocking to its shores seeking opportunity, liberty, 

and a new life.  With such a heritage the United States has 

become a culturally diverse, multi-ethnic, and globally 

connected nation.  

In such an open and free environment religious diversity 

flourishes.  But even though America is home to over 

twenty major religious groups, 84% of Americans claim 

to be Christians with 40% of them professing a personal 

relationship with Jesus Christ.  Out of a population of 278 

million, it has sent 60,200 missionaries from 631 agencies 

to 220 countries and sponsors hundreds of domestic 

Christian ministries.  

Despite these promising numbers, much more could be 

done.  Among believers, there is much apathy towards 

Christ and the Great Commission.  Many American Chris-

tians have begun to focus on materialism, grown comfort-

able and complacent, and become self-reliant instead of 

dependent on Christ.  Many are content to attend church, 

give a small donation, and pursue their own goals in order 

to protect what is theirs, ignoring the 35 million who live 

below the poverty line and millions around the world fac-

ing a Christ-less eternity.  As the Bible makes clear in 

Matthew 6:19-24, believers are not to store up their treas-

ures on earth, but to serve, give, and profess Christ in or-

der to store up treasures in heaven.  

God has blessed and equipped the United States with 

abundant physical, monetary, and human resources, and 

thus expects His people to go and share His gospel with 

other nations and with those whom He has brought to 

their own cities and neighborhoods.  Pray that the 

churches of the United States will answer the call, and be 

revived and activated to give, sacrifice, serve, and spread 

the gospel to those near and far.  Pray that American be-

lievers will not idly squander God's blessings, gifts, and 

opportunities, but galvanize them and use them to further 

God's kingdom for His glory.  

There are people in the U.S. who have not yet heard the 

Good News.  Of the 365 identified different "people 

groups" in the U.S. (ie. German, Russian, Somali), 63 of 

these groups do not have a Christian population that is 

significant enough to sustain and permeate the whole peo-

ple (<2%).  There is much work to be done right here in 

our own country!

This Christmas WINGS will again be sponsoring an angel tree for those in our membership and in our community 

that have been effected by the current economy and do not have the money for Christmas gifts for their kids. 

Last year we were able to help one of our member families, one of our community families as well as other kids in 

Cobb and Paulding Counties through various organizations. 

If you would like to request assistance for your family or if you know another family that we can help, please con-

tact Chris Butler or Teri Baker in person or by phone or email.  (See page 1 for email/phone information)  All re-

quests will be kept strictly confidential! 

The deadline for requests is 12/5.  A wish list will need to be provided with childrenôs genders, ages, sizes and 

clothing and toy items requested.  If someone comes to your attention after 12/5, we may still be able to help but 

there will be no way to guarantee that their specific wished for items will be available.   

Be watching the narthex for the tree with the angel ornaments.  If you would like to 

supply a gift (or two) to a needy child, simply pick an ornament (or two) from the 

tree.  There will be a tag on it with a gift requested by a child.  Purchase the gift re-

quested, bring it back to the narthex and put it under the tree.  Donôt wrap the gift 

because we need to be able to tell where to deliver the gift. 

Then hang the angel ornament on your own tree at home to remind you to pray for 

the child that will receive your gift, and for their family.

people who are serving 

time in jails and prison. We 

provide Bible correspon-

dence courses, Bibles, and other printed spiritual materials 

for inmates free of charge. We also provide leadership 

training for lay Christians and pastors who are interested 

in beginning or expanding a jail or prison ministry.  

WELS Prison Ministry is mission work. Most inmates are 

unchurched and many are searching for answers to spiri-

tual questions. Opportunities to witness for Christ abound 

in prison ministry.ò 

A representative of this ministry is based in Florida and is 

willing to come here and make a presentation to us about 

it. 

Before we ask him to make these plans we need to know 

what the interest level is within our congregation. 

There is no obligation if he comes here, but we donôt want 

to waste his time. 

At a time when Islam is making great strides among our 

prison population, the Gospel is 

desperately needed.  Inmates 

are looking for hope. 

There is no greater source of 

Hope than the Gospel.  What a 

privilege to be able to bring the 

Gospel to this part of our com-

munity.  After all, they are in-

cluded in ñall nationsò too.
