If you have a “Seal-a-

Meal” food sealing ma-

chine and would like to 

buy chicken in bulk and  

seal it into smaller pack-

ages that would be great.  

This is more economical 

so we can feed more peo-

ple with less money!  

Please follow these pro-

cedures if you opt to do-

nate in this way: 

¶ Make sure the pack-

ages are sealed with 

all of the air re-

moved. 

¶ Using a “Sharpie” 

permanent black 

marker, mark the out-

side of the package 

with the store name 

where the meat was 

purchased. 

¶ Again, with the 

“Sharpie” mark the 

outside of the pack-

age with the “Use or 

freeze by” date from 

the label of the 

chicken. 

In the months following 

we will be rotating to dry 

goods and then toiletries 

and then back to meats.

This is 

almost double the number participating 

before.

“Go Into All The World” - Focus on Nepal 

2012 Calendars 

Until recently this country was the only officially Hindu 

country in the world. Our outreach with the gospel is ac-

complished through training of workers, a Scripture 

Learning Program and humanitarian aid. The Lord has 

blessed these programs so that more than 100 individuals 

are being trained to proclaim the gospel. To date 12,000 

persons have been enrolled in the Scripture Learning Pro-

gram. Humanitarian aid has made it possible to conduct 

free medical clinics that serve as a bridge to distribute 

Christian literature. 

Mission updates 
In September 2010, 102 people gathered for the ninth 

worker training workshop in Nepal to study The History 

of the Christian Church. National leaders are now the 

main teachers at the workshop. These Nepalese Christians 

had been “completely in the dark” about the early church 

controversies and the Reformation in Germany with Lu-

ther. They now further appreciate the sacrifices that others 

have made to preserve the treasure of the gospel. 

While the workshop was being conducted, the first-ever 

shipment of Luther's Catechism in Nepali arrived. The 

leaders of the church put a great amount of effort into 

translating the catechism. The Scripture Learning Pro-

gram, theological training and publications has helped a 

small Christian church become a confessional Lutheran 

church that now has 3,000 members. 

Materials are being published to share with Tibetan refu-

gees along the border and already some of the refugees 

have converted to Christianity.

A Reminder of the Symbolism of Martin Luther‟s Seal: 

This is Luther‟s own explanation of his seal in a letter to his friend, Herr 

Spengler, Town Clerk of Nuremburg, Germany. 

 

“Grace and peace from the Lord.  As you desire to know whether my painted 

seal, which you sent to me, has hit the mark, I shall answer most amiably and 

tell you my original thoughts and reason about why my seal is a symbol of my 

theology.   

The first should be a black cross in a heart, which retains its natural color, so 

that I myself would be reminded that faith in the Crucified saves us. „For one 

who believes from the heart will be justified.‟ (Romans 10:10)   

Although it is indeed a black cross, which mortifies and which should also 

cause pain, it leaves the heart in its natural color.  It does not corrupt nature, that 

is, it does not kill but keeps alive.  „The just shall live by faith‟  (Romans 1:17) 

but by faith in the Crucified. 

Such a heart should stand in the middle of a white rose, to show that faith gives 

joy, comfort and peace.  In other words, it places the believer into a white, joy-

ous rose, for this faith does not give peace and joy as the world gives (John 

14:27).  That is why the rose should be white and not red, for white is the color 

of the spirits and the angels (cf. Matthew 28:3; John 20:12). 

Such a rose should stand in a sky blue field, symbolizing that such joy in spirit 

and faith is a beginning of the heavenly future joy, which begins already, but is 

grasped in hope, not yet revealed. 

And around this field is a golden ring, symbolizing that such blessedness in 

Heaven lasts forever and has no end.  Such blessedness is exquisite, beyond all 

joy and goods, just as gold is the most valuable, most precious and best metal. 

This is my compendium theoligae [summary of theology].  I have wanted to 

show it to you in good friendship, hoping for your appreciation.  May Christ, 

our beloved Lord, be with your spirit until the life hereafter.  Amen.”
