Sunday, September 11, 

will be the tenth anniver-

sary of  the worst attack on 

American soil by a foreign 

enemy. It seems like yes-

terday when the event ac-

tually took place. But there 

are children in middle 

school today who were not 

yet born to remember it.  

 

Much media coverage will 

be given to the event all 

week, including a memo-

rial service at the site it-

self. Those who died in the 

tragedy will be remem-

bered. The heroes who 

rushed to the building in 

an attempt to save others 

will be honored. Americaõs 

resolve to strive forward  

in promoting its ideals and 

freedoms will be encour-

aged. But the most impor-

tant lesson to be learned 

from 9/11 will no doubt be 

ignored.  

 

How does God want us to 

view events like 9/11 in 

our faith life? The answer 

is given to us by means of 

two similar events that took 

place in Jesusõ day. Some 

terrorists burst into the tem-

ple and killed some Galilean 

Jews as they were worship-

ping there. Why did it hap-

pen? Were those Jews worse 

sinners than anyone else? 

Jesus answered, òI tell you, 

no! But unless you repent, 

you too will all perishó (Luke 

13:3). Another time the 

tower of Siloam fell on some 

innocent bystanders. Eight-

een in all died. Why did it 

happen? Were those eighteen 

more guilty of sin than all 

the others who were not 

killed. Jesus answered, òI tell 

you, no! But unless you re-

pent, you too will all per-

ishó (Luke 13:5). The 

most important lesson to 

be learned from tragedies 

ñeither man -made or 

òacts of Godóñis that 

death is inevitable. The 

reason people die either 

peacefully or tragically is 

because of sin. But it is 

not just the very wicked 

who need to repent, but 

everyone, because all 

have sinned.  

 

It is a somber message, 

one that unfortunately 

will be missed by most, 

but not by those who see 

Jesus as the only Savior 

from sin, death, and hell.
