gas for your car each week? Do you eat out once a week? Once a month?

Ex. #1: Sarah does all of her grocery
shopping at Walmart. She also buys all
of her gas at Walmart. Her weekly gro-
cery budget for her family of 4 is $100.
Her weekly gas budget for her car is
$50 and for her husband’s truck is $75.

Every Sunday Sarah purchases $225 in
Walmart gift cards from the SCRIP pro-
gram.

Thanks to Sarah’s family, Mighty For-
tress receives $4.50 every week in com-
mission. They have increased their giv-
ing by $234/year and it hasn’t cost them
a cent!

As a bonus she and her husband receive
a discount of .10 per gallon of gas
through September and .03 per gallon
after that!

Ex. #2: Jeff does his grocery shopping
wherever it is most convenient. A dif-
ferent store each week. He is partial to
Shell gas because he likes the way his
car runs on it. His weekly grocery
budget is less than $50, his weekly gas
budget is $50, and he usually takes a
date out to eat and/or to a movie once a
week.

This particular Sunday he purchases a
$50 Visa card for groceries SO he can
grocery shop anywhere $50 Shell
card, a $50 O’Charley’s card and a $25
AMC Movie Theater card.

Thanks to Jeff, Mighty Fortress receives
$10.50 in commission for his purchases
this week. His purchases will be
slightly different each week but on aver-
age he has increased his giving by
$546/year and it hasn’t cost him a

The 48™ Annual LWMS Convention
was held in Milwaukee, Wisconsin,
June 23-26. It was attended by close
to 1,300 people from 59 circuits
throughout the United States and the
world.

The convention began with a worship
service on Thursday evening. Friday
and Saturday were filled with a mix-
ture of mission presentations, work-
shops, devotions, and entertainment.
There were mission speakers from
Southeast Asia and Mexico and from
the Central Africa Medical Mission.

It was reported at the convention that
$69,919.12 was collected in mission
project offerings this past year. (Each
of the 60 circuits submits 25% of their
mission box offerings to the national
office.) Half of the money goes to the
“Vicars in a Mission Setting” home
mission project. The other half goes
to the “Japan” world mission project.
It's amazing what can be accom-
plished to spread the good news of
God's saving grace through our mis-
sion box offerings!

Today we ask God to raise up a viable witnessing
Church for each of the 128 people groups in Indo-
nesia.

In the other 98 people groups, Christians represent
LESS than 1% of the population. We ask the Lord
of the harvest to send out workers - from Indonesia
but also beyond - into His harvest field.

A NOTE FROM THE PRESIDENT ...

As I'look forward to the month of Sep-
tember and I’m looking at the calendar
to put the holidays and events on it, of
course, Sept. 11th looms large.

As an American, the memory of that
day evokes all the anger, sadness and
fear that you all remember. Our more
senior members probably get the same
feelings when they remember Pearl
Harbor in 1941.

Unlike Pearl Harbor, though, this at-
tack has a religious flavor to it.

While there are certainly political and
secular contributing factors, it is hard
not to see Sept. 11th as a direct attack
on Christianity. And that begs the

question, “Why?” “Why do they hate

us so much?”

News commentators have been trying
unsuccessfully to answer that question
for 10 years.

As a Christian though, I know that God
has already answered that question for
us.

I used to struggle with the “Why?” of
Sept. 11th, but the more I thought
about it, the clearer it became.

I took comfort in the words of Paul
when he wrote to the church at Corinth
and to Timothy:

“That is why, for Christ’s sake, I de-
light in weaknesses, in insults, in hard-
ships, in persecutiongin difficulties.
For when I am weak, then I am
strong.” 2Cor 12:10

It’s hard to be happy about or “take
pleasure in” persecutions. But we can
be encouraged that when others target
us because of our love for and our faith
in Christ, our strength to endure their
attacks comes from the Almighty God
Himself. “If God is for us, who can be
against us?” (Rom. 8:31b) Our ene-
mies don’t stand a chance!

“Everyone who wants to live a godly
life in Christ Jesus will be persecuted
2Tim 3:12

Here, we are assured that all Christians
who are living in Christ Jesus, “will be

persecuted.”

In short, the fact that Christians all
over the world are being attacked
by the devil and his servants
should prove comforting to us.

We are targeted by Satan because
we are his enemies. Those en-
snared by false religions are not a
threat to him. They don’t need to
be attacked.

We have the Truth of the Gospel.
We are on the side of Victory.
The fight has already been fought
and the victory has already been
won by Christ!
