On December 3rd and 4th a group
of our ladies opened our first Heri-
tage Christmas Store!

Heritage of Brookstone is an as-
sisted living center in our commu-
nity where senior citizens who
need limited help caring for them-
selves can live a semi-independent
life. There are approximately 50
residents living there.

These residents cannot leave the
Center alone and have no way to
shop for Christmas gifts for their
families. The Christmas Store pro-
vides a place inside their residence
where they can go to Christmas
shop.

This allows them to participate in
one of the oldest Christmas tradi-
tions. The exchange of gifts with
their children and grand-children.
Because the residents can shop
without their family’s help, their
children and grand-children are
surprised on Christmas morning
when they open the gifts from their
loved one. This seems like a sim-

ple thing but it is a tradition that sen-
iors miss. The Christmas store makes
it possible again!

Over the entire year of 2010, members
of Mighty Fortress donated new items
for all ages to this outreach project.
We had blankets, bath sets, watches,
kitchen items, games, stuffed animals
and too many things to mention.
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Resident, Bobby, shops with the help of
our volunteers.

Residents were informed that we
would be coming and the store was
explained to them. Mighty Fortress
volunteers went to their rooms and
invited them to come to the store when
it was their turn. Volunteers helped
them find their perfect gifts and then
still other volunteers wrapped the pre-
sents complete with gift cards to say
who it was to and from and delivered
the gifts to the resident’s room ready to

be given on Christmas morning!

Because of your generous donations,
all of these gifts were provided free
of charge to the residents.
